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Balley's Dance Studic 118 E. Cady St

This house, Cottage Gothie type, was probably built before
1890, and the original owner may have been Belle ¥eDonald,
The present owners, Mr. and lirs. Wm, Balley, have lived

there for 21 years. The only known alterations sre the
enclosing of the front and back porches, The house 1s wood
frame construction with four inch clapboard exterior, The
Plock of Cady street on which thls house stands is being
turned into a parking area for the Northville Downs, One
house has been torn down, they own two more, and are urging
renaining owners to sell,

The Yerkesg House 164 E. Cady St
(present owners John Carlo and Margaret J. Zaytl)

Built about 1859, this house is a fine example of Victorian
Gothic architecture, with its steep gabled roofs and elaborate
bargeboard decorations, It has Gothic arched porch posts and
windows. The house has not been changed with the exception

of a garage which has been added. The siding 1s of four inch
clapboard and has been kept in remarkable condition. it was
built by Henry Wade, by far the best carpenter in thls srea.
Its first owner, Williaem Purdy Yerkes, Wayne county probate
judge, wassaid to have often walked to Detrolt to preside in
court,

The Northville Historical Soclety has been promised this
beautiful house and hopes to be able to move it to their
¥111 Race Village when the present owners relegsse it,

Woodward Hesidence 211 E. Cady St
(present owner Frederick Woodward)

This is & frame dwelling which has been owned by Mr, Woodward
for 17 years, It was bullt during the 1890s, Cottage Gothic
type and formerly stood on the site of the present Standard
011 station on Main street,

Reinhackel Residence 315 E. Cady
(present owner Herman Reinhackel)

The Reinhackel house was buillt around 1835, one of the oldest
in Northville, and remains conparatively unchanged except for
2 lean-to added at the back, The house is a shell with no
plaster on the walls but some of the original small-pasned
windows are still in place, At the time of its building,
Cady street was Northville's maln street and this house is
gald to have been a tavern and & station on the "underground
raiiroad”. Worthy of preservation,
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OCakwood Cematery West Cady street

The land for this cemetery was donated early in the
history of Northville by Daniel Cady and Martin Randolph.

The Ambler House 473 W. Cady
(present owners lr, and Mrs, George Kohs)

The Ambler house was built in 1840 by Mr, Ambler for his
family and might be classed as Greek Revival-transitlonsl,
It has & stone basement and there are two wells under the
house, Excellient condition,

The David H. Rowland House 521 W. Cady
(present owner lrs., Howard Whipple)

Devid H. Rowland built this house sometime between 1836-1842
and lived in it for many years, The floor timbers are logs
with the top side adzed to take the subflooring,

Carriage House 521 W. Cady
{presant owner Frs, Howard Whipple)

This carriage house was bullt by Fr. Bowland when he built
his home at thls same address,

The John Litsenberger Residence 132 Dunlap street

lr, and Mrgs, Litsenberger, the present owners, have lived in
the house for 40 years, The land was part of the Dunlap
farm, Captaln Solomon Gardner, a lake captain who gave
Northville the town clock, might have been the first owner.
It was bullt between 1858-1860,

The Methodist Parsonage 139 Dunlap

This Queen Anne residence has been the home of the Methodist
ministers since the razing of the original parsonage which
stood by the church on the corner of Dunlap and Center streets,
It was built in 1830 for William and Georgia Yerkes, The
house hazs all the orlginal moldings, two staircases, a

lovely stalned glass window, and a large veranda sacross the
front.

The Prank Clark House 218 Dunlap street
(present owners FKr, and Mrs. William F, Stockhausen)

¥r. Frank Clark was the bullder and original owner of this
Queen Anne house, date about 1890, The first story is of

brick snd the second slate, The stalrwell has a 28-foot
celiling. There is a handsome parquet floor in the dining
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room. Mr, Clark was superintendent of the first United
States Fish Hatchery which he started here as a private
enterprise, having moved to Northville from Clarkston,
Michigan, because of failure of springwater supply there.

The Alfred Heatley Zesidence 304 Dunlap

This house was built by Mr. Aldrich Knapp about the 1870s

and would be called Victorian Gothic. The Heatley fanily

has lived here for 50 years. A previous owner was Mr,.

¥Milt Burrows, a contractor who built most of the sidewalks

in Nortnville and added the wide porch around the house in
perhaps 1210. From the original building are the six~inch,
three tier moldings around the windows and wide window ledges.

The Dean Griswold House 317 Dunlap
(present owner Mr. Robert Green)

This house of brick Italianate style, bullt in 1882, was the
home of the Dean Griswold family. The old summer kitchen is
still in existence, having large be ams and wide floor boards.
A11 bedrooms had wash basins. Downstairs there are twin
narlors. The front porch has been removed, as well as a
large carriage house in the rear.

For many years Mr. Griswold was the oldest llving graduate of
Michigan State University. The farm of his father, MNr. lark
¢riswold, is the present Highland Lakes Subdivision.

The Claude Sechler Residence 404 Dunlap

This handsome Italianate house was built about 1880. The
bay windows going tc the floor and wide groove d voodwork
make the interior very attractive, and the exterior is
exceptional., The garage was once part of this large house
and served as a summer kitchen.

The Spiker Residence 412 Duniap
(p.esent owners Vr. and Mrs. Dennis J. Spiker)

¥r, Mark Amb er was the builder and original owner of this
nouse in about 1890. The seroll supports to the roof and
the porech decoration distingnish this Queen Anne house.
The Dr. Manfred Lampe Residence 417 Dunlap

This well preser wd Gothic Cottage home was bullt between
1865-80, Attractive brackets support the front entrance.
